Metric System of Measurement

The metric system of measurement is based on 10 and powers of 10. The 
prefixes used for length, capacity, and mass tell what part of the basic unit 
is being considered. The symbols for each unit of measure are given in 
parentheses ( ). The most commonly used units are shown in bold below.

To change from a larger unit to a smaller unit, multiply by the appropriate power of 10.
To change from a smaller unit to a larger unit, divide by the appropriate power of 10.
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metric system An international system
of measurement that uses meter, liter,
gram, and degrees Celsius as its 
basic units.

frequency table A table in which data
is organized into equal intervals.

stem-and-leaf plot A frequency
distribution in which data is arranged 
in order of place value.
