opposites

All integers have an opposite. An integer’s opposite
is the same distance from 0 as the integer, but in
the opposite direction. Zero is its own opposite.

Examples: T2 and 2, 7 and ~7

(I!IIII!III!IIII!I)
—7 -2 0 *2 +7
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
