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Compare Temperatures

We use degrees (°) to measure temperature. °F stands for degrees Fahrenheit.

Which temperature is greater, 42˚F or 55˚F?

  Think of a thermometer as a vertical 
number line. 

  Locate 42° and 55° on the thermometer. 
As you move up a thermometer, 
temperatures increase.

So, 55°F is greater than 42°F.
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
