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Grand Canyon Facts

• The area of Grand Canyon Park is 1,218,376 acres or 1,904 
square miles.

• The South Rim of Grand Canyon is approximately 1,200 feet lower 
than the North Rim of Grand Canyon.

• The average elevation of the North Rim is about 8,000 feet.
• The walls that make up the top part of the Grand Canyon are

250,000,000 years old.
• In 1993, almost 5,000,000 people visited the Grand Canyon.
• In 1919, only 44,000 people visited the Grand Canyon because 

of World War I.
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
