Cumberland Island
Rising ocean levels threaten to 
erode beaches along all of Georgia’s 
barrier islands. 

Estuary, Jekyll Island
An estuary is where river 
water meets ocean tides. 
Birds, fishes, and turtles lay 
eggs or make homes here.
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
