Examining Earthworms

Anus
Wastes pass
out of the body
through the anus.

Mouth
An earthworm sucks
soil into its body
through its mouth.

Bristles
An earthworm moves by stretching
its muscles. Bristles anchor the
then stretched out worm in the soil.
The worm then contracts its muscles
and pulls itself forward.

Body Segments
An earthworm's body has segments.

Skin
Oxygen enters the earthworm
and carbon dioxide exits
through its thin moist skin.

Crop
Soil is stored in the
crop until it passes
into the gizzard.

Gizzard
Sand and gravel in gizzard
crush and grind up soil and
the food it contains.

Hearts
An earthworm has
ten hearts that pump
blood through its body.
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
